Applications, questionnaires, photographs, and $50.00 must be received in the ISCCD post office box by December 10, 2012, 5:00 p.m. or turned in at the Review Board on December 10, 2012.
Step 3:
Attend Review Board.  Review Board will be held on Monday, December 10, 2012. Candidates for Empress are strongly recommended to come in drag. The Review Board will meet at 2491 Carmichael Drive, Suite 300, Chico, California at approximately 7:00 p.m.
Step 4:
If you are accepted as a candidate, you may campaign, but you may NOT campaign until after the official announcement of candidates. Candidate announcements will be on December 15, 2012 at the ISCCD Christmas Show and Candidates' Announcements. 

Step 5:
Put on a fund raising event on January 5, 2013.  You must be the prime mover of the 
event. You may coordinate the event with another candidate.  You may have friends and supporters help you, but you must be the prime mover of the event.  Failure to hold an event that raises money for the ISCCD will disqualify you as a candidate. (See separate budget attachment!).
Step 6:
The election will take place on January 19, 2013 and the Coronation will take place on January 26, 2012.  The work is done.  Nothing to do but wait and see who wins!

The Event

On January 5, 2013, each candidate is required to host a fundraising event for the ISCCD.

1. The event is to be a separate event.  It cannot be a bake sale or pool tournament with 
another event.  It cannot be the In-Town Show or other scheduled ISCCD event.

2. A candidate can sponsor the event alone or two or more candidates can sponsor an 
event together.

3. Friends and supporters can help the candidates; however the candidate(s) must be the prime mover(s) of the event.  The purpose is to demonstrate that the candidate(s) can put 
on an event.

4. The costs of the event will be born by the candidates.  The candidates may be reimbursed from the proceeds of the event.  IN NO EVENT WILL THE ISCCD INCUR 
COST ASSOCIATED WITH THE EVENT.

5. The event can occur in a private home or a public facility.

6. If alcohol is sold, an ABC license must be obtained.  The Board of Directors will get this 
for you.

7. The candidate must develop a budget for the event and submit the budget to the Board of Directors for approval.  If the budget is not approved, the candidate will be notified of the 
reason why so that necessary changes can be made.  A sample budget is attached.

8. If the candidate uses flyers to advertise the event, all flyers must be submitted to the Board of Directors for approval.  If the flyer is not approved, the candidate will be notified 
of the reason so the necessary changes can be made.

9. If the candidate wishes to use the resources of the ISCCD, such is negotiable.  Please 
contact the Board of Directors. 

10. If you have any questions, please contact the Board.

Failure to hold an event, under these rules, that raises money for the ISCCD will disqualify a candidate from the ballot.
