Must have an understanding of the philosophy, by-laws, and Constitution of the ISCCD.

Applications for the Board of Directors, along with $20, must be received by March 12, 2012. You may mail your application to P.O. Box 9106, Chico, CA 95927, but it must be in the ISCCD Post Office Box by March 12, 2012. You may hand deliver the application and $20.00 at the ISCCD Membership Meeting on March 12, 2012 at 2491 Carmichael Drive, Suite 300, Chico, California. The Membership meeting starts at 6:30 p.m. (Note: The $20 fee which is non-refundable, will count as your membership dues for the next reign, which ends January 31, 2014.)

The Board of Directors of the Imperial Sovereign Court of the Czaristic Dynasty has nine directors. Five of the directors’ seats are community seats that meet the requirements listed above. Two director seats are occupied by the current reigning Emperor and Empress. The other two director seats are occupied by the Emperor and Empress who have recently stepped down. The Board of Directors is a vital part of the ISCCD, overseeing the financial obligations of the Corporation and assisting the Emperor and Empress with the responsibility of raising funds. The ISCCD is a State and Federal tax-exempt organization under 501(c)3 of the Internal Revenue Code. ISCCD is the oldest LGBT organization in the Chico area, and has helped countless organizations.
