CONSTITUTION OF THE IMPERIAL SOVEREIGN COURT OF THE

CZARISTIC DYNASTY

PREAMBLE: 
We, a people of love for our land and good will to all publish this constitution.

CHAPTER ONE: THE STATE GOVERNMENT AND SOVEREIGNTY

ARTICLE ONE:
The empire is a monarchy with democratic public elections held annually in January of each year.

ARTICLE TWO:

No magistracy or assembly of persons is empowered to assume any other authority or rights than the Emperor and Empress who govern the people, the land and the Imperial law. Any act in contradiction to this would be an act of treason against the state. The state, being their majesties.

CHAPTER TWO: NATIONALITY AND CITIZENSHIP

ARTICLE THREE:

Those residing in the realm of the empire are natural citizens and subjects. However, the rights and privileges of the subjects depend on dues or tax levied to run to state. The amount of the tax shall be determined by the board of directors.
ARTICLE FOUR:

Foreigners may be naturalized only on the authorization of the crown. We open our borders for all to enter.
ARTICLE FIVE:

Citizenship is open to all members of the Imperial Sovereign Court of the Czaristic Dynasty, which governs the counties of Butte, Colusa, Glenn, Lake, Nevada, Plumas, Sierra, Sutter, Tehama, and Yuba. The ISCCD does not discriminate on the basis of sex, race, creed, color, religion, or any other form of diversity found in our society.
[Note: This article hasn’t been recently updated, but by the authorization and grace of CGNIE, Sacramento, the counties noted in red have been added to the ISCCD Empire.]
ARTICLE SIX:

Dues or the tax shall be collected by the Treasury and the amount shall be set by the Board of Directors. Subjects, titled or untitled, must have their dues current, in order to represent the throne on foreign soil.

CHAPTER THREE: PROTOCOL, CHAIN OF COMMAND, AND DISIPLINARY

PROCEDURES.

ARTICLE SEVEN:

The officers ranking from highest to lowest are: their Majesties the Emperor and Empress, equals elected for one year by the community; the President of the corporation, who is elected by the Board of Directors; the Crown Prince and Princess, members of the Royal Family, who are appointed by their majesties; the College of Monarchs, who sit as an advisory to the throne and represent all past monarchs from both the Provincial and the Imperial household; the Secretary and Treasurer of the Board shall be appointed by the Board and the crown.
ARTICLE EIGHT:

The Emperor and Empress shall preside over all Imperial dealings, conduct meetings, functions, and all that involves the empire's good will. They shall attend all regular and special board meetings; conduct investitures within three weeks of coronation; plan and implement fund raisers (presenting to the board a budget in a timely manner); shall oversee all fund raisers that they do not plan; shall represent the ISCCD in proper attire at all state functions (male/male, female/female); and shall jointly present to the board a budget for their January Coronation in September.
ARTICLE NINE:

The reigning Emperor and Empress are in charge of writing protocol and it is left to their discretion of how protocol will be read. It is recommended highly that their subjects should walk form the lowest to the highest titles. The current reigning Emperor and Empress will always walk last. Past monarchs may write their own protocol, but it must be approved by the current reigning emperor and Empress. If the current reigning Emperor and Empress cannot be present, their designee shall be responsible for the writing and turning in of protocol. While reining the Emperor shall escort the Empress at all functions if both are present. In the emperor's absence, an escort may be assigned by joint agreement of both their majesties. If they do not agree, then the Empress shall walk alone. The Emperor shall always walk alone if the Empress is not in attendance.
ARTICLE TEN:

The President of the board may represent their majesties economic and business interest. The Imperial crown Prince and Princess are in charge, if necessary to represent their Majesties at court functions and events. The College of Monarchs is responsible for advising their majesties dealing with questions of tradition on Imperial law and International relations. The secretary of the Board shall keep all minutes and serve letters and documents to any persons in their majesties service. They are the custodians of all official or traditional records. The treasurer is responsible for protecting the property of the state and shall report the royal treasury status to the crown. All funds and properties of the state are under the treasurer's protection.

ARTICLE ELEVEN:

The crown or member of the College of Monarchs may be impeached by 3/4 of the "dues paid" members. The Board must hear the Articles of Impeachment within thirty days. The right of appeal for monarchs, or past monarchs, involves a public assembly of the membership. The Monarch in question may appeal, and within thirty days following the Articles of Impeachment, appeal the verdict by trail. The trial shall consist of the following: the president will act as the judge, the College of Monarchs as the jury, and the Emperor and Empress must be present to hear the case before any trial can be legal.
The trial must be open to the public and the Board of the Articles of Impeachment must notify the Monarch in question within three days. Any other officer may simply appeal to the board to be heard, the board shall have the opportunity only to recommend to the crown. The Emperor and Empress have the final decision in the case. In the case of removing a crown there must be a verdict of the trial.
ARTICLE TWELVE:

The Board of Directors shall be elected by the membership and be the chief business agents for the crown. They shall enforce all business policies of the ISSCD advise the crown on applicable affairs, represent the business of state and hear Articles of Impeachment or suspension.
CHAPTER FOUR REGENCY AND AMBASSADORS
ARTICLE THIRTEEN:

If either the Emperor or Empress is unable to complete the reign, the remaining sovereign may choose to finish alone, or may nominate a regent for open debate with the court at large. The final decision is to the Sovereign. In the case that the throne is vacant at the same time, the crown prince and princess become the regency until the reign is complete. The ICP'S have the right to decline. In the case of complete absence of all involved, the reign is to be completed by the reign prior and so on until the throne is protected. A past monarch, if alone, is able to nominate a regent if their counterpart is not present or available from the College of Monarchs.
ARTICLE FOURTEEN:

Regency means that they receive all rights and privileges of the crown excepting the rights to invest further during that reign or in the future. No lifetime title is granted to the regent. In the event that a Regent is named before a court can be established, then the regent may invest a court. Any other request for investing of titles during the regent's reign shall be directed to the College of Monarchs. They may seat themselves members of the College of Monarchs after their reign is completed.
ARTICLE FIFTEEN:

An Ambassadorial office may be granted to one individual by the crown. This person will assist the Emperor and empress in negotiating treaties and alliances and seeing to out of town dignitaries. Ruing key times, they must see to the comfort of foreign ambassadors and diplomats with approval of the crown and only in both the Emperor’s and Empress’ absence.

ARTICLE SIXTEEN
Criteria for Emperor and Empress will be established by the College of Monarchs and has been approved by the Board of Directors. 

ARTICLE SEVENTEEN

Review Board for the Emperor and Empress will consist of the Board of Directors and current and past reigning monarchs of the Provincial and Imperial House.
CHAPTER FIVE: PROCLAMATIONS AND TRADITIONS

ARTICLE EIGHTEEN

The College of Monarchs shall hear the proclamation of an Emperor and Empress by January. The College of Monarchs shall give advice only to the Sovereign regarding the proclamation. It will then be presented to the Board of Directors for final approval. No Proclamation may contradict a past Proclamation. All Proclamations from the First Imperial reign will become law. 
ARTICLE NINETEEN

A Regent Emperor and Empress shall appeal for a proclamation to the College of Monarchs one month prior to Coronation in January. The College will then agree or deny the appeal. Failure to appeal will waive the regent’s right. If the appeal is denied they may appeal to the Board of Directors. If the Emperor and Empress do not fulfill their contract, a denial for a lifetime title and a Proclamation may be handed down by the College of Monarchs with a possible appeal to the Board of Directors. 
ARTICLE TWENTY

Imperial shall always mean elected, except for the case of the Imperial Crown Prince and Princess. They are approved by the Board of Directors. Royal shall always mean appointed to the title. A Regents title when reigning shall be: 
His/Her Most Royal Regent Majesty, Regent Emperor/Empress. 

No number will be allowed until after they complete their reign and then only after an appeal one month prior to the end of January to the College of Monarchs. The College will either approve or deny the regent from being granted their number. An appeal to the Board of Directors for a number is possible if denied by the College. 
CHAPTER SIX: CROWNS, TIARAS, CROWN PINS

EMPEROR AND EMPRESS

1. The State Crown is to be worn the night of Coronation and during the Investiture of the Household. It is their privilege to choose to wear their own crown or adorn in the State Crown at any other time. 

2. The Emperor and Empress may wear a crown and crown pin at once. It is their honor to serve the court, and show respect by allowing only the monarchs to wear both at once.

IMPERIAL CROWN PRINCE AND PRINCESS

1. As appointed titles to serve the Emperor and Empress and court they are granted the right to wear a Tiara, never to be higher than the State Crown. The Tiara must never meet all the way around as to be taken as a crown. 

2. They may wear a crown pin or Tiara, but never both at once. 

LIFETIME TITLE HOLDERS

1. Title holders from the First Imperial reign back through the Dowager and Czaristic reigns may wear crown pins given to them by the monarchs. All the other lifetime title holders from the second reign forward may only wear medallions.

THE STATE CROWN

1. The outgoing Emperor and Empress will carry the State Crowns on pillows and will not be wearing any other crown except for a crown pin. This is to show the audience the beginning of the transfer of power. They in turn will place the State Crowns on the newly elected monarchs. Each past Empress and Czarina will help crown the new Empress by taking out a hair pin from her crown and place it in the new Empress’ crown, showing strength and unity of the ISCCD.

CROWNED HEADS

1. Duke/Duchess, Count/Countess, Baron/Baroness, Arch Duke/Arch Duchess, or any other crowned elected provincial titles the same rules apply as for the Imperial Crown Prince and Princess. 
2. No other camp titles may wear crowns, tiaras, tiarellas, or crown pins. This includes Closet Ball King or Queen, Ms, Miss, or Mr. Gay title holders, or any other titles. An appeal to wear such will go before the College of Monarchs. 

ARTICLE TWENTY-TWO

Amendments to this constitution may be made solely by the vote of both the Board of Directors and the College of Monarchs. 
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
