International Court System

Parliament Representative and Alternate Representative Guidelines
Guidelines established by the International Court Council: 

1. The term of office for each Member of Parliament will be a minimum of, but not limited to, two (2) years. 

2. Each Empire would elect one member to Parliament with an alternate in the event that the elected member is unable to fulfill the duties. 

3. The position of Member of Parliament is open to ALL members of the International Court System, considered in good standing, with a 2-year minimum involvement in their Kingdom. 

4. The position shall be elected by all members of each Kingdom in good standing as determined by each Kingdom’s own organizational guidelines and/or by By-Laws

5. The governing body of each Kingdom must oversee the election of the position. 

Guidelines for the ISCCD Parliament Representative/Alternative: 

1. This is a volunteer position, as such, the person applying for the position must be able to devote the time needed to attend the International Court System Parliament meetings, whether in committee time or travel time. 

2. This is a volunteer position—no expenses are to be reimbursed by monies raised through Court functions by any of the Royal Family. In other words, travel, hotel, meals, incidentals, etc., are solely the responsibility of the Parliament representative. 

3. The Parliament representative and/or the alternative representative of the ISCCD may establish a fund-raising event to help offset the expenses required by the position. This fund-raising event must be approved by the Emperor, Empress, and the Board of Directors and must not be in conflict or in conjunction with any Court Event of the Royals that is calendared. If a fund raising event is established, a separate account for proceeds from the event will be designated by the Board of Directors of the ISCCD.
· The costs of the event will be born by the Parliament representative and/or the alternate representative.  
· The event can occur in a private home or a public facility.

· If alcohol is sold, an ABC license must be obtained.  The Secretary will get this for you.
· The representative/alternate must develop a budget for the event and submit the budget to the Board of Directors for approval.  If the budget is not approved, the candidate will be notified of the reason why so that necessary changes can be made.  A sample budget is attached.

· If the representative/alternate wishes to use the resources of the ISCCD, such is negotiable.  Please contact the Board of Directors. 

4. The Election of the Parliament Representative and the alternate representative will be held at the same time as the elections for the Board of Directors and Empress and Emperor, except that the term shall be for two years, rather than one year.
5. At the Board Meeting held in December of every other year, the applicant for the position of Parliament representative and alternative shall submit a written application for the position. For instance, in December 2007, the applicant shall submit an application for Parliament representative. If elected to the position, the applicant need not reapply until December 2009. 
In Summary
1. Must have a 2-year involvement with the ISCCD.
2. Must be able to afford both time and money to attend meetings. 

3. Must be able to devote 2 years to the position.
