Ray gave not only his heart, but his time and financial support to many charities. Ray passed away in August of 1995. The Ray Grado Memorial Scholarship Fund is a permanent memorial to him as a vibrant member of the LGBT Community in Chico and a major supporter of the Imperial Sovereign Court of the Czaristic Dynasty. Since its inception, we have awarded scholarships to deserving students. These scholarships are provided annually to deserving students who support our organization’s goals of:
· Enhancing self esteem, 

· Recognizing diversity, 

· Supporting personal development and 

· Acknowledging human rights.
